Nancy Steadman Martin a Garden State Masters Swimmer, is one of an elite group 
of people who have completed the “Triple Crown” of long distance swimming.  She completed a 

swim across the English Channel in 2004, the Catalina Channel in 2008, swimming at night from 
Catalina Island to California and the swim around Manhattan Island on four occasions – in 1984, 
2000, 2003 and 2007.  Nancy is also an All-American Masters Swimmer in her age group.  Nancy 
has earned a Top Ten listing in 261 events throughout her master swimming years.  Nancy is also 
the current World Record Holder in the 55-59 age group in the 200 meter long course backstroke 

event.

In addition to the swims mentioned above, Ms. Steadman Martin competed in the twenty-four mile 
Tampa Bay Swim in 2004, and was the first female and 6th overall finisher.  In 2006, Ms. Martin 
won “The Ederle Swim” which is a swim race from Battery Park, NY to Sandy Hook, NJ.  In 2010, 

Nancy finished fourth in the Ederle Swim.

Nancy is also honored to be a part of a relay team called “Mighty Mermaids”.  The Mermaids are 
six women, all over 50 years old, who compete in an open water relay event each summer.  Last 
summer, the Mermaids completed the Catalina Channel and set a new record for women 50 and 
over.  This summer, the Mermaids plan to set the record for the longest female open water relay, 

when they swim 100 miles in Lake Champlain.

Nancy is a senior partner at the NJ law firm of Martin, Melody &Melody, LLC, specializing in 
complex employment matters and civil rights litigation.  She is the author of a children’s book titled, 
“Life From 7 and ¾’s Inches”- her dachshund’s autobiography.  She has written several articles for 

Swim Magazine and legal periodicals.

Nancy is also President and owner of Surf Lifesaving, Inc., and serves on the Board of Swim 
Free, which is a 501(c) corporation dedicated to promoting swim lessons and water safety to 

underprivileged students and adults.  Additionally, Nancy is the President and founder of Dolphin 
Lifesaving, another 501(c) that provides lifeguarding certificates to underprivileged students.
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
